�Ensure correct spelling of editor’s name by calling the magazine.


�The letter is single spaced and blocked with one extra space between each paragraph.  Use a serif font such as Times New Roman or Courier new, font size 12 or greater.


�The letter is typically four paragraphs long.


Para #1 hook.


Para #2 pitch.


Para #3 bio.


Para #4 wrap up.


�Presentation note: bullets look good on the page and make it easy for the editor to identify the details you plan to use in your article.


�Your bio paragraph is just as important as your hook and pitch paragraphs.


�Wrap it up and say thanks.


�Don’t forget to sign it!
